Opinion

Attention of the members is invited to Note 4.07 under “Significant Accounting Policies” regarding
the financial statements of the company having been prepared on a liquidation basis as material
uncertainty exists that may cast significant doubt on the company’s ability to continue as a going
concern. Accordingly, all assets are reflected at the lower of their historical costs and estimated net
realizable value as at 31 March 2021, and all liabilities are reflected at the values at which they are
expected to be discharged or settled.

Our opinion is not modified in respect of these matters.
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Key Audit Matters

Key audit matters are those matters that, in our professional judgment, were of most significance in
our audit of the financial statements of the current period. These matters were addressed in the
context of our audit of the financial statements as a whole, and in forming our opinion thereon, and
we do not provide a separate opinion on these matters.

We have determined that there are no key audit matters to communicate in our report.

NOTES TO THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

CORPORATE INFORMATION

Hathway Prime Cable & Datacom Private Limited is a company limited by shares,
domiciled in India and incorporated under the provisions of the Companies Act, 1956
and having registered office at 805/806, Windsor, 8th Floor, Off CST Road, Kalina,
Santacruz (East), Mumbai Maharashtra 400098. The Company was in the business of
receiving and re-transmitting the channel signals in analogue mode and was operating as
a Multi System Operator in Chandigarh area.

Authorization of standalone financial statements

The standalone financial statements were authorized for issue in accordance with a
resolution of the Directors on 7th April, 2022.

1.00 SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

This note provides a list of the significant accounting policies adopted in the
Presentation of these standalone financial statements.

1.01 Basis of Preparation

i. Compliance with Ind AS

The standalone financial statements comply in all material aspects with the Indian
Accounting Standards (“Ind AS”) notified under Section 133 of the Companies Act,
2013 (“the Act”), and relevant rules issued thereunder. In accordance with proviso
to the Rule 4A of the Companies (Accounts) Rules, 2014, the terms used in these
financial statements are in accordance with the definitions and other requirements
specified in the applicable Accounting standards.

ii. Historical Cost Convention

The standalone financial statements have been prepared on a historical cost basis,
except for certain financial assets and liabilities (including derivative instruments)
measured at fair value.

1.02 Current versus Non-Current Classification

The Company presents assets and liabilities in the balance sheet based on current/ non-
current classification. An asset is classified as current when it is:

i Expected to be realized or intended to be sold or consumed in normal operating
cycle

ii  Held primarily for the purpose of trading

iii Expected to be realized within twelve months after the reporting period, or

iv. Cash or cash equivalent unless restricted from being exchanged or used to
settle a liability for at least twelve months after the reporting period
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All other assets are classified as non-current.
A liability is current when:

i It is expected to be settled in normal operating cycle

ii It is held primarily for the purpose of trading

iii It is due to be settled within twelve months after the reporting period, or

iv. There is no unconditional right to defer the settlement of the liability for at least
twelve months after the reporting period

The Company classifies all other liabilities as non-current.
Deferred tax assets and liabilities are classified as non-current assets and liabilities.

All assets and liabilities have been classified as current or non-current as per the
Company's normal operating cycle. Based on the nature of operations, the Company has
ascertained its operating cycle as 12 months for the purpose of current/non-current
classification of assets and liabilities.

1.03 Use of Judgments, Estimates & Assumptions

While preparing standalone financial statements in conformity with Ind AS, we make
certain estimates and assumptions that require subjective and complex judgments.
These judgments affect the application of accounting policies and the reported amount of
assets, liabilities, income and expenses, disclosure of contingent liabilities at the
statement of financial position date and the reported amount of income and expenses for
the reporting period. Financial reporting results rely on our estimate of the effect of
certain matters that are inherently uncertain. Future events rarely develop exactly as
forecast and the best estimates require adjustments, as actual results may differ from
these estimates under different assumptions or conditions. We continually evaluate these
estimates and assumptions based on the most recently available information.

Revisions to accounting estimates are recognized in the period in which the estimates are
revised and in any future periods affected. In particular, information about significant
areas of estimation uncertainty and critical judgments in applying accounting policies
that have the most significant effect on the amounts recognized in the standalone
financial statements are as below:

i  Financial instruments;
ii Provisions;
iii Contingencies.

1.04 Impairment of Assets

Carrying amount of tangible assets, intangible assets, investments in subsidiaries, joint
ventures and associates (which are carried at cost) are tested for impairment whenever
events or changes in circumstances indicate that the carrying amount may not be
recoverable. An impairment loss is recognized for the amount by which the asset's
carrying amount exceeds its recoverable amount. The recoverable amount is the higher
of an asset's fair value less costs of disposal and value in use.

In assessing value in use, the estimated future cash flows are discounted to their present
value using a pre-tax discount rate that reflects current market assessments of the time
value of money and the risks specific to the asset. In determining fair value less costs of
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disposal, recent market transactions are taken into account. If no such transactions can
be identified, an appropriate valuation model is used.

For the purposes of assessing impairment, assets are grouped at the lowest levels for
which there are separately identifiable cash inflows which are largely independent of the
cash inflows from other assets or Company’s assets (cash-generating units). Non-
financial assets other than goodwill that suffered impairment are reviewed for possible
reversal of the impairment at the end of each reporting period.

1.05 Property, Plant and Equipment

i. Property, Plant & Equipment acquired separately

Property, Plant and Equipment is stated at cost, less accumulated depreciation
and accumulated impairment losses. The initial cost of an asset comprises its
purchase price, any costs directly attributable to bringing the asset into the
location and condition necessary for it to be capable of operating in the manner
intended by management, the initial estimate of any decommissioning obligation,
if any. The purchase price is the aggregate amount paid and the fair value of any
other consideration given to acquire the asset.

Subsequent costs are included in the asset’s carrying amount or recognised as a
separate asset, as appropriate, only when it is probable that future economic
benefits associated with the item will flow to the company and the cost of the item
can be measured reliably. The carrying amount of any component accounted for
as a separate asset is derecognised when replaced. All other repairs and
maintenance are charged to statement of profit and loss during the reporting
period in which they are incurred.

An item of property, plant and equipment is derecognized upon disposal or when
no future economic benefits are expected to arise from the continued use of the
asset. Any gain or loss arising on the disposal or retirement of an item of property,
plant and equipment is determined as the difference between the sales proceeds
and the carrying amount of the asset and is recognized in statement of profit and
loss.

ii. Depreciation on Property, Plant and Equipment

Depreciation on Property, Plant & Equipment is provided on straight line method.
In accordance with requirements prescribed under Schedule II of the Companies
Act, 2013 the Company has assessed the useful life of its Property, Plant &
Equipment and has adopted the useful live and residual values as prescribed in
Schedule II.

The estimated useful lives, residual values and depreciation method are reviewed
at the end of each reporting period, with the effect of any changes in estimate
accounted for on a prospective basis.

1.06 Intangible Assets
i. Intangible Assets acquired separately.

Intangible assets comprise of Goodwill.

Intangible assets with finite useful lives that are acquired are recognized only if
they are separately identifiable and the Company expects to receive future
economic benefits arising out of them. Such assets are stated at cost less
accumulated amortization and impairment losses. Amortization is recognized on
straight line basis over their estimated useful lives. Intangible assets with
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indefinite useful lives that are acquired separately are carried at cost less
accumulated impairment losses.

ii. Derecognition of Intangible Assets

An intangible asset is derecognized on disposal, or when no future economic
benefits are expected from use or disposal. Gains or losses arising from
derecognition of an intangible asset, measured as the difference between the net
disposal proceeds and the carrying amount of the asset, and are recognized in
statement of profit and loss when the asset is derecognized.

iii. Amortization of Intangible Assets

The intangible assets are amortized on a straight line basis over their expected
useful lives

The estimated useful lives, residual values, amortization method are reviewed at
the end of each reporting period, with the effect of any changes in estimate
accounted for on a prospective basis.

1.07 Cash and Cash Equivalents

Cash and cash equivalents for the purposes of Cash Flow Statement comprise cash at
bank and cash in hand.

1.08 Financial Instruments

1. Financial Assets

a) Classification

The company classifies its financial assets in the following measurement categories:

o Those to be measured subsequently at fair value (either through other
comprehensive income, or through statement of profit and loss), and those
measured at amortized cost.

The classification depends on the entity’s business model for managing the financial
assets and the contractual terms of the cash flows.

For assets measured at fair value, gains and losses will either be recorded in statement
of profit and loss or other comprehensive income.

b) Measurement

At initial recognition, the company measures a financial asset at its fair value plus, in
the case of a financial asset not at fair value through profit or loss, transaction costs that
are directly attributable to the acquisition of the financial asset. Transaction costs of
financial assets carried at fair value through profit or loss are expensed in statement of
profit and loss.

c) Derecognition

A financial asset (or, where applicable, a part of a financial asset or part of a group of
similar financial assets) is primarily derecognized (i.e. removed from the Company’s
balance sheet) when:
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. the rights to receive cash flows from the asset have expired, or

o the Company has transferred its rights to receive cash flows from the asset or has
assumed an obligation to pay the received cash flows in full without material delay
to a third party under a ‘pass-through’ arrangement; and either:

o the Company has transferred substantially all the risks and rewards of the asset,
or
o the Company has neither transferred nor retained substantially all the risks and

rewards of the asset, but has transferred control of the asset.

d) Impairment of financial assets

The company assesses on a forward looking basis the expected credit losses associated
with its assets carried at amortized cost. The impairment methodology applied depends
on whether there has been a significant increase in credit risk.

ii.  Financial liabilities
J Initial recognition and measurement

Financial liabilities are classified, at initial recognition, as financial liabilities at fair value
through profit or loss, loans and borrowings, payables, financial guarantee contracts or
as derivative financial instruments, as appropriate.

All financial liabilities are recognized initially at fair value and, in the case of loans and
borrowings and payables, net of directly attributable transaction costs.

The Company’s financial liabilities include trade and other payables, loans and
borrowings

J Subsequent measurement

All financial liabilities are subsequently measured at amortized cost using effective
interest method or at FVTPL.

1.09 Provisions, Contingent Liabilities and Contingent Assets

Provisions are recognized when the company has a present legal or constructive
obligation as a result of past events, it is probable that an outflow of resources
embodying economic benefits will be required to settle the obligation and the amount can
be reliably estimated. Provisions are not recognized for future operating losses.

Provisions are measured at the present value of management’s best estimate of the
expenditure required to settle the present obligation at the end of the reporting period.
The discount rate used to determine the present value is a current pre-tax rate. The
increase in the provision due to the passage of time is recognized as interest expense.

Contingent liabilities are disclosed in the case of:

i. a present obligation arising from the past events, when it is not probable that an
outflow of resources will be required to settle the obligation;

ii. a present obligation arising from the past events, when no reliable estimate is
possible;
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iii. a possible obligation arising from past events, unless the probability of outflow of
resources is remote.

Contingent Assets is disclosed when inflow of economic benefits is probable.

1.10 Revenue Recognition

Revenue is recognized to the extent that it is probable that the economic benefits will
flow to the Company and the revenue can be measured reliably, regardless of when the
payment is being made. Revenue is measured at the fair value of the consideration
received or receivable, taking into account contractually defined terms of payment and
excluding taxes or duties collected on behalf of the government.

Other Operating Income comprises of fees for rendering management, technical and
consultancy services. Income from such services is recognized upon achieving milestones
as per the terms of underlying agreements.

1.11 Taxes on Income

1. Current Tax:

Tax on income for the current period is determined on the basis on estimated taxable
income and tax credits computed in accordance with the provisions of the relevant tax
laws and based on the expected outcome of assessments / appeals.

Current income tax relating to items recognized directly in equity is recognized in equity
and not in the statement of profit and loss.

Management periodically evaluates positions taken in the tax returns with respect to
situations in which applicable tax regulations are subject to interpretation and
establishes provisions where appropriate.

ii. Deferred tax:

Deferred tax is provided using the balance sheet approach on temporary differences at
the reporting date between the tax bases of assets and liabilities and their carrying
amounts for financial reporting purposes at the reporting date.

Deferred tax assets are recognized for all deductible temporary differences, the carry
forward of unused tax credits and any unused tax losses. Deferred tax assets are
recognized to the extent that it is probable that taxable profit will be available against
which the deductible temporary differences, and the carry forward of unused tax credits
and unused tax losses can be utilized.

The carrying amount of deferred tax assets is reviewed at each reporting date and
reduced to the extent that it is no longer probable that sufficient taxable profit will be
available to allow all or part of the deferred tax asset to be utilized. Unrecognized
deferred tax assets are reassessed at each reporting date and are recognized to the extent
that it has become probable that future taxable profits will allow the deferred tax asset to
be recovered.
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Deferred tax assets and liabilities are measured at the tax rates that are expected to
apply in the year when the asset is realized or the liability is settled, based on tax rates
(and tax laws) that have been enacted or substantively enacted at the reporting date.

Deferred tax relating to items recognized outside the statement of profit and loss is
recognized outside the statement of profit and loss. Deferred tax items are recognized in
correlation to the underlying transaction either in other comprehensive income or
directly in equity.

The break-up of the major components of the deferred tax assets and liabilities as at
balance sheet date has been arrived at after setting off deferred tax assets and liabilities
where the Company have a legally enforceable right to set-off assets against liabilities.

1.12 Earnings Per Share (EPS)

Basic earnings per share are calculated by dividing the net profit or loss for the period
attributable to equity shareholders (after deducting preference dividends, if any, and
attributable taxes) by the weighted average number of equity shares outstanding during
the period.

For the purpose of calculating diluted earnings per share, the net profit or loss for the
period attributable to equity shareholders and the weighted average number of shares
outstanding during the period are adjusted for the effects of all dilutive potential equity
shares.

1.13 Fair Value Measurement

The Company measures financial instruments, such as, derivatives at fair value at each
balance sheet date. Fair value is the price that would be received to sell an asset or paid
to transfer a liability in an orderly transaction between market participants at the
measurement date. The fair value measurement is based on the presumption that the
transaction to sell the asset or transfer the liability takes place either:

i. In the principal market for the asset or liability, or
ii. In the absence of a principal market, in the most advantageous market for the asset
or liability

The principal or the most advantageous market must be accessible by the Company.

The fair value of an asset or a liability is measured using the assumptions that market
participants would use when pricing the asset or liability, assuming that market
participants act in their economic best interest.

All assets and liabilities for which fair value is measured or disclosed in the standalone
financial statements are categorized within the fair value hierarchy, described as follows,
based on the lowest level input that is significant to the fair value measurement as a
whole:

i. Level 1 — Quoted (unadjusted) market prices in active markets for identical assets or
liabilities
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Level 2 — Valuation techniques for which the lowest level input that is significant to
the fair value measurement is directly or indirectly observable

Level 3 — Valuation techniques for which the lowest level input that is significant to
the fair value measurement is unobservable

For assets and liabilities that are recognized in the standalone financial statements on a
recurring basis, the Company determines whether transfers have occurred between
levels in the hierarchy by re-assessing categorization (based on the lowest level input
that is significant to the fair value measurement as a whole) at the end of each reporting
period.

For the purpose of fair value disclosures, the Company has determined classes of assets
and liabilities on the basis of the nature, characteristics and risks of the asset or liability
and the level of the fair value hierarchy as explained above.
